PATROL BOX CLEAN UP INSTRUCTIONS

(All gear must be returned at the next meeting after a campout weekend)

When returning Patrol Box and Troop Gear;

THE MOST IMPORTANT THING TO BE DONE IS THAT EVERYTING IS CLEAN AND DRY BEFORE RETURNING TO THE PATROL BOX…

All items must be Dry before storing in Patrol Box, otherwise they will get moldy.  

DO NOT store any Food in the Patrol Box, the trailers.  Items such as Salt & Pepper, Sugar and Pancake Mix must be put into Ziploc Bags to prevent moisture from ruining them.  Any leftover food should be taken home, or donated.

Clean Patrol Box inside and out.  Remove all contents from the Patrol Box and wash the box inside and out.  Make sure it is dry before repacking.

Wash and Dry; Oven Mitts, Pot Holder, Dish Towels.

Use 5-Gal Cooler ONLY for water. Clean and Dry, Store with lid off.  

Use 1-Gal Pitcher for mixing flavor with water from the cooler, Clean and Dry, Store with lid off.  

Pot Set – Clean and dry before storing.  Make sure the folding Handle is inside. NOTE: ALL ITEMS MUST BE DRY AND CLEAN OR THEY WILL MOLD.

Put empty Propane bottles back into the Patrol Box.  Hand them over to the Troop Quartermaster or other adult leader for recycling - DO NOT throw them in the trash.  Do not refill them, they will leak.

Put washed, dried and cleaned utensils  into a Ziploc bag.

Clean and Dry Sponge.  If heavily soiled, then discard.  Do not seal in a Ziploc bag, it will get moldy.

Stove must be cleaned of all Food and Grease.  Remove wire grate and clean all surfaces.  Store the metal hose inside the Grill, do not get water inside the metal gas pipe.  Make sure the burner is dry inside – put it in the sun to drive out any moisture, or air-dry overnight.

OTHER GEAR;

Tents must be set up at home and swept clean of dirt and leaves – and must be DRY before rolling up.  If we are returning from a rainy campout – PLEASE open the tent and lay out in your garage or similar space to dry, and then clean later.  Please make note and any missing or extra parts and report to the Quartermaster.

Tarps must be washed on both sides and dry before folding.  Put the tarp into the tent bag.  Tents and Tarps are numbered.  If they do not match please inform the Quartermaster.

Dutch Ovens must be cleaned, dried and lightly oiled inside and out.  Use a folded paper towel between the lid and pot to allow airflow during storage.

Any liquids must be placed upright in the patrol box.  Items like Dishwashing Soap, Maple Syrup and Cooking Oil bottles must be placed in a Ziploc bag and stood upright.
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
